4-8 ounces per gallon of water. Allow 1 — 5 minutes of contact time. Use a scrub

brush or mop.

Mechanical Floor Cleaner
2-6 ounces per gallon of water. Follow floor cleaning machine instructions.

Mix with warm water when cleaning.

Increase contact time to enhance product performance.
Apply multiple times for old or heavy build-up.

Use a scrub brush to achieve a deeper clean.
